OVMLB Rule
Update

In February 2007, a letter of informa-
tion was sent to the membership from

the OAVT President. This letter was sent
to inform the membership of a possible
rule change being proposed by the
OVMLB, the key word being possible.
This rule has not been officially proposed
by the board. There are several procedural
steps that need to be taken in a specific
order before any rule can be put into
effect. One of the steps is that the subject
of a rule change must be on the agenda
for the monthly meeting of the OVMLB.
If it is not, then it can not be discussed at
that particular meeting. At this time the
OVMLB has not made an official pro-
posal for a rule change. When and if this
occurs the next step is what is called a
public discussion. It will be at this time
the public can present their concerns.

The OAVT Board of Trustees is
keeping a close eye on this potential
situation as it is the responsibility of the
Board to uphold the mission of the
Association. The mission of the Associa-
tion is strengthening the Veterinary
profession by being: dedicated to promot-
ing Veterinary Technicians and quality
animal health care through education,
legislation and high ethical standards.
