AAVSB News
American Association of

Veterinary State Boards
(AAVSB) is the single entity that
reports national licensing examination
scores to the jurisdiction where a
veterinarian or veterinary technician
desires to be licensed. AAVSB in
partner with Professional Examination
Services (PES) owns the National
Veterinary Technician National Exam
(VTNE) and is now solely responsible
for the administration of the test in
Ohio. To be registered for the test an
applicant must contact AAVSB and
file the necessary form and fees with
them. December 8, 2006, was the
deadline for filing for the January 19,
2007, examination, and applications
for the June 15, 2007, examination
will only be accepted after the January
19th examination is completed.

As of October 11, 2006, Ohio will
require a passing score on the VTNE
as one of the criteria for registration in
Ohio. This is for new graduates as well
as anyone who does not have a current
registration in Ohio. It will be to the
discretion of the OVMLB as to what
will be considered a passing score in
Ohio. It may also possible if you let
your Ohio registration lapse the
OVMLB may require you to pass the
VTNE among other requirements
before reinstating your registration.
This also, will be at the discretion of
the OVMLB. For more information on
